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Dyfi Biosphere Grant Project Report



The grant money of £1000 was used to engage a fundraising consultant.

This paid for 5 days work:

2 days:
writing a fundraising strategy document which can be used as the basis for funding applications.

2 days:
constructing and publishing a website for the Foundation.

1 day:
initial research into sources of funding for a post to direct and manage the development of the Foundation.

The fundraising strategy is ready for use and is available for viewing by the Biosphere Partnership or Welsh Assembly Government on request. It is to be used as a working document, to be fine-tuned and updated regularly, and adapted for use according to requirements.

The website at www.wwlf.org.uk  is on line for viewing: more content, including images, is due to be added very soon. The website will be fine-tuned and updated regularly.

The initial research into sources of funding has been very useful in providing insight into where we need to strengthen the detail of our objectives and strategies.

It is evident that the trustees have plenty more work to do. In fact it may be easier to raise funds for a land purchase than for a salaried post in the first instance. This may then give us the momentum to establish support for a staffing budget. A very interesting piece of land, ideally sited, has been on the market for a couple of years now. All we need is 1 million pounds!
