What did you do and what has it achieved?

This was the first phase of a long term project to turn a piece of former conifer plantation into a wildlife rich community resource. It had been clear felled by the previous owner and left for several years. The vision for the site includes a very large pond with a perimeter path, plus a nature trail through adjacent habitats such as native woodland.
The grant enabled the willow scrub in the area destined for the pond to be removed and the ground prepared, as well as contributing towards the digging out. A grant from the Communities First Trust Fund is paying for most of the pond creation.

A number of community groups and schools have expressed interest in using the site for education and recreation once it is established, including the Women’s Institute, so it is expected that many people will come to learn about the wildlife and environment over the years.
Since there is still a large area of willow scrub in the vicinity, the project has increased the diversity of habitat significantly and many species will take advantage of this, notably aquatic species and birds.
