What did you do and what has it achieved?

We initiated a Nature and Conservation Volunteer Group to work in the Dyfi Biosphere. There are now 35 individuals interested in volunteering and a total of 24 people participated in the two days we held.
The first of these concerned traditional hedge laying techniques and the second was sustainable woodland management and coppicing. John Owen attended this one to make the connection with charcoal making.
We purchased insurance, safety equipment and tools, produced a flier to publicise the events and a Handbook for continued use by the group. This covers site and risk assessment, kit lists etc.
We have improved the environment at the sites concerned, developed skills of participants and hopefully set up something that will continue to be active.
What went well?

Plenty of interest was evidenced from landowners as well as potential participants: 12 local organisations and landowners have work to offer for future tasks
What would you do differently next time?

This was not an issue for the two tasks, but looking forward we need more individuals who feel confident to lead conservation days. 8 people have formed a core group of volunteers. We need further training, more equipment and somewhere to store it.
