What did you do and what has it achieved?

We brought the 6 families in the Gartheiniog valley together to progress the idea that our homes could be provided with electricity from water power. The houses are all a long way from the grid and we depend on diesel generators. As well as being expensive, noisy and CO2 emitting, these are prone to break down. Our own clean supply would mean we no longer have to make extra trips out of the valley to access domestic appliances.
The grant paid for Morben Hydro to carry out an initial feasibility study into the proposal. This included identifying sites and pipes routes, assessment of the resource and potential output, outline design and costs.

The findings were very positive and we are looking for further funding to enable the next steps in the planning and design process to be taken.

The maximum output would be between 15 and 25 kW and should be enough for almost all the electricity requirements throughout the year (except during prolonged dry periods) and make a significant contribution to the heating.

We believe this will be an empowering example to others as well as a benefit to ourselves if we can bring it about.
