What did you do and what has it achieved?

We have a joint project with CAT called the Dyfi Footprint project. We aim to help people make more sustainable choices in their expenditure/consumption. We use the ecological footprint concept to engage people in this – firstly to show people that the world cannot support its population if everybody lived like we do in the West and secondly to indicate which areas of their household’s consumption (food, travel, energy and goods) have the most significant impact and potential for reduced impact.
We use a calculator produced for us by the Stockholm Environment Institute, either on a laptop or in paper form.
The grant contributed to our costs in interviewing people in the Dyfi valley and discussing issues of personal responsibility with them, including climate change.

What went well?

Once people sit down to use the calculator they are very interested in the relative impact of different areas of their life.
What would you do differently next time?

We need to rely less on “drop-in” situations because the people who engage tend to be the ones who are already making some effort to reduce their impact. Working through existing clubs and societies is potentially a better route for engaging with a cross section of the community
