What did you do and what has it achieved?

We have created a wildlife hedge using indigenous native plant species.
This is to create a wildlife corridor between areas of woodland across what has in the past been intensively grazed pasture.

We did the following:

1. Bought the hedge plants from a local Mid Wales grower with the grant you provided;

2. Provided secure animal proof fencing along both sides of a 3metre wide strip;

3. Slit planted the hedging plants in two staggered rows 30 cm apart and at 40 cm spacing;

4. The plants were mulched with cardboard waste held in position with a combination various local organic waste, including manure, shredded waste etc.
Nature did the rest.

Although some local rabbits did their best to prune the hazel plants we have had a 95% plus success rate.
We will do some overwinter weeding and mulching but the hedge should look like a hedge within two years!
What went well?

Most of the project went well. We know from monitoring the site that the other new hedges we have planted have helped increase bird and mammal observation on the site.
What would you do differently next time?

Not much really. Fencing wire has a carbon footprint, but providing the hedges are maintained and allowed to develop in the future they should obviate the need for future expenditure on this element.
