What did you do and what has it achieved?

We planned, publicised and delivered a one-day course in Green Computing on 13 March 2007. This looked at minimising the environmental impact of computing within the home and in business.
Topics covered included minimising the impact of computers on the environment (e.g. printing; disposal) and using IT to reduce carbon footprints (e.g. working towards the paperless office; remote working) and provided useful resources.

It was offered free to people in the Dyfi Biosphere area. Despite extensive promotion, only 7 people registered and 2 of these were unable to attend in practice. There were 5 other people who contacted us to say they’d like to attend but couldn’t make that date.
It seems likely that the participants will apply some of what they learned on the day and that this will lead to carbon savings by various routes. We also believe that simply advertising the course raised awareness of the issue more widely.
What went well?

The evaluation sheets indicated that the participants had got a lot out the day (see our separate report).

What would you do differently next time?

The timescale of the project period prevented this, but it would have been better to allow even more time for publicity, in the hope that the others who expressed interest could have committed to the course date.
