What did you do and what has it achieved?

We drafted a Biodiversity Action Plan for the area around the community woodland trail linking the four local woods. This added to and consolidated the surveys that had been carried out for birds, trees, vegetation and wild flowers.

We constructed and installed several bird boxes and planted 150 oak saplings. The latter proved more time consuming than expected, due to the steep nature of the woodland site and inclement weather. We also had to carry out some unplanned chainsaw work to create more favourable wildlife habitats.

We also made an oak bench to encourage people to use and appreciate the paths.
What went well?

This project brought about collaboration between our enthusiasts and partners such as CCW and BTO.
What would you do differently next time?

Because of the short duration of the project (one month), there was little time to arrange any vegetation survey work or to progress interpretation very far – although we aim to include these activities in a Better Woodlands Wales programme later in 2008.
