What did you do and what has it achieved?

We aimed to turn our garden into a Nature Garden, through:
Raising a flower bed for flowers that are textured, have smell and/or taste and/or make sounds 

Encouraging birds with nesting boxes and a bird bath
Making a log pile for woodlice and invertebrates and a wildlife shelter for hedgehogs
Holding activities for children and parents: raising seeds and planting out; making paper pots
We engaged Kate Doubleday to deliver this with us and it was very successful. The two workshops increased wildlife in our garden – days afterwards we noticed that all three bird boxes had nests in them, and later the children found some eggs. The plants have attracted insects that the children love to see.
