What did you do and what has it achieved?

With significant grant aid from the European Community via Glasu and from the UK Government via Low Carbon Buildings Programme in addition to the Dyfi Biosphere grant, we installed a 3.12 kWp photovoltaic array and a 60-tube 6m2 solar water heating array on the clubhouse.
Our members now know that their showers are heated by the sun – or at least pre-heated by the sun before being topped up by gas – and that we have more than enough free electricity on some days. They also know that we did this mainly to save money but that it also helps climate change by avoiding CO2 emissions.
What went well?

Having ecodyfi to project manage the quotations, grants and system choice. I would have struggled to keep on top of this.
Ecodyfi also arranged for us to insulate the roof space in a parallel project funded by Powys County Council through the community strategy.
What would you do differently next time?

Try to arrange more time between project inception and grant spending deadlines! Perhaps it was unwise to challenge the decision of the development control officer that a formal planning application would be required. This took a long time to resolve and we did make the application in the end.
