What did you do and what has it achieved?

Esgair Forest is a neglected woodland. I aim to produce properly dried and seasoned firewood and kindling for local sale, as an additional part of a completely sustainable timber growing and sawm timber business, eventually with biomass generation on site to process harvesting and sawmill by products, from the forest’s own timber production.

I looked at the use of smaller mesh re-useable nets for firewood and kindling, that would encourage more local use of a local product. Better acceptability by retail shops because the bags don’t drop sawdust and other debris. The re-useable aspects tie in to a regular supply especially if there is a return fee payable.
I bought a supply of nets and carried out some test marketing.
What went well?

Very good comments on presentation and the idea, but due to unexpected planning delays from the National Park, production won’t start in earnest until early autumn.
Without a good continuous supply of dry wood, I decided to wait until the quality of the products moisture content could be guaranteed when the sawmill is properly set up this autumn.

What would you do differently next time?
