What did you do and what has it achieved?

We are developing an educational centre in Forge, promoting awareness of raptors and the environments in which they live.
This project allowed us to create recovery aviaries for injured birds of prey – of sufficient standard to join the Raptor Rescue charity’s network. We liaise with local vets as well.
We also placed 5 nest boxes in woodland, including one designed for Kestrels, and planted trees and hedging near the aviaries to provide protection from winds and nesting opportunities for wild birds.
We put picnic tables up so that visitors can rest and enjoy the magnificent views.

Also, we created a website to explain and promote our work. 
We are now able to look forward to welcoming more people to our site, offering hands on educational activities that appear to make quite an impression on people and strengthen their understanding and appreciation of the environment.
