What did you do and what has it achieved?

We worked with a contractor, Kate Doubleday, and participants of the Get Growing course managed for the Mentro Allan project. Kate has written a separate report (enclosed).
The project created a wildlife zone within our large walled garden. The main elements were:
Laying a 24m native hedgerow alongside the railway boundary to provide shelter for the site and encourage birds, using mainly Berberis, Crataegus, Fagus and Guelder rose.
Extending the existing pond to provide a shallow water / wetland area with appropriate planting to encourage insects and small vertebrates

Planting native trees, including crab apple, rowan, birch and wild pear (there are not many trees in the immediate vicinity)
Creating a wildlife herbaceous border to encourage bees and other insects. Species included Salvia, Scabiosa, Geranium and Viburnam.
Constructing a wildlife shelter from reclaimed materials to provide habitats for beetles & small insects
A low fertility grass/wildflower border to an existing small meadow, using Yarrows, Scabiosa and wild flowers to provide habitat for field mice and shy birds.
What went well?

Involvement of the course participants was an important part of the project. Previously this course has been about organic vegetable gardening, but this year they learnt about wildlife gardening too, such as choice of plants for particular growing conditions and target wildlife values, and collaboratively designed and built the wildlife shelter.

What would you do differently next time?

Give more thought to the need for on-going maintenance. Some (but perhaps not enough) cardboard was placed around the hedgerow plants to suppress other plants. There is a case for a membrane in some areas, to make sure the chosen plants do not get overwhelmed by others if there is insufficient weeding.
