What did you do and what has it achieved?

The garden had been created some years ago by the group Elemental Earth but since that time it had fallen into a state of disrepair. The staff wanted to do more teaching outdoors, and there was some discussion about putting tarmac on the area instead to make it more useable. The project has succeeded in creating an outdoor classroom without resorting to this, and in doing so, has provided a number of habitats to help pupils learn about wildlife.
A contractor was engaged to replace the wooden retaining boards and to lay stone paths.

The existing willow shelter was adapted.

The older children made 6 or 7 bird tables of varying sizes under supervision and the younger children made nut boxes to hang from them. These will be of great value and interest in the autumn and spring terms and birds are already using them.

Some planting was carried out, notably of buddlea to attract butterflies.
What went well?

There was a good combination of professional labour, parental involvement and participation by the children themselves.

The vicar chose to use the area for his visits to the children and it’s good that the pupils are in the fresh air and exposed to bird song for a variety of lessons and activities.
